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AGREEMENT REACHED OUT OF THE POLICE NEGOTIATING BOARD 

1. An agreement has been reached out of PNB on an amendment to Annex V 2) a) ii) of the determinations made under the Police Regulations 2003 (Annex V (2) (a) ii) of the determinations made under the Police (Scotland) Regulations 2004) with effect from 1 April 2006 as it affects the reimbursement of expenses reasonably incurred in connection with the disposal of an officer’s former home or rental thereof. Details are set out in the attached memorandum.

This PNB circular is purely advisory until specific approval of the Secretary of State for the Home Department, Scottish Ministers and the Secretary of State for Northern Ireland have been given and does not confer authority* to implement the agreement.  Once approval has been given, it will be promulgated in Home Office, Scottish Executive Justice Department and Northern Ireland Office circulars.  In due course, the relevant Secretaries of State will make formal determinations.

MEMORANDUM

The following agreement reached out of Police Negotiating Board is submitted for the approval of the Secretary of State for the Home Department, the Scottish Ministers and the Secretary of State for Northern Ireland.

Removal Allowance - Disposal or rental of an officer’s former home

In circumstances where an officer is entitled to expenses reasonably incurred in connection with the disposal of his or her former home, the Sides have agreed that Annex V 2) a) ii) should be amended to include provision at the Chief Constable’s discretion to reimburse expenses reasonably incurred where the officer rents the former home to tenants.
